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Personality: 
Michael is in a word, crazy.  His mind is a twisted dark place that would befit horror movies.  He doesn’t see the world as it really is, but he views it as a darker place where monsters hide in the shadows.  He had to become a monster in a shadow to survive the ones he sees.  He can pretend to be very charismatic and suave when it suits his interests or end game, but under every smile and wink lays the heart of a true sadistic monster.


History: 
Michael is the older brother of X-Man hopeful Thomas “Chance” Chandler.  When he was born, the love of his parents kept the dark things he saw in the world away from him, but at the age of five, he heard that there was another baby on the way.  His nightly dreams were filled with images of monstrous infants coming to kill him and steal his parents away from him.  That was when the bright young boy became one of the monsters he fought so hard to keep away.

The transition began with the ritualistic killings and mutilations of small animals, he would be able to beckon small creatures close and then kill them slowly in gruesome ways.  His parents weren’t sure of whom or what was destroying the local wildlife.  They’d find carcasses of squirrels, chipmunks, rabbits, and other small animals around the property, but figured it was some sort of animal that was doing it.  They believed this, until they found parts of these little creatures in their son’s toy box, and their father watched him slowly torture a poor neighborhood cat.  His father was able to save the poor kitty, but the way he viewed his son would be forever skewered.  

His parents then began to fear for the well being of their coming child.  When Thomas was finally born, Michael was kept under constant watch.  And until then, the family dog, which Michael had actually come to love as family, had been safe; that was until the black lab took a liking to the infant.  

One day Michael managed to get out of his parents’ sight, while looking for his son, he found Spade, the family dog, in pieces; which was evidence that Michael took the dog’s love for his baby brother personally.  Their father finally found Michael, but he was in the process of trying to attack his baby brother.  Their mother was seriously injured and scarred in defending their infant son.  Michael was institutionalized shortly after.

A few years passed, when Thomas was seven the institution in which Michael was being held deemed him healthy and fit to return home.  Their parents welcomed him with open arms, feeling that their son had finally been cured; sadly, that was not the case.  At first, Michael treated Thomas with seemingly genuine love and respect, but that slowly deteriorated.  Michael began bullying his younger brother, and they would get in weekly fights.  Weekly fights turned into daily fights.  Daily fights turned into hourly fights.  When their parents stopped Michael from attacking Thomas in his sleep, they knew that he had never really been cured at all.

That night something else happened, something that not even their parents really understood.  While Michael was being held by his father as his mother was dialing for help, a new ability appeared in the 13 year old boy’s mind.  Suddenly he could hear his mother’s frantic thoughts and his father’s angered thoughts; his mind was unable to deal with what was flooding into it and he passed out.  While he was institutionalized this time, the doctors soon realized that he was a mutant.

Years have gone by, some of which Michael had to be sedated.  His twisted mind grew even more troubled as he was plagued with dreams that spanned over the course of his sedation.  His psychosis worsened, but his ability to hide it grew.  He was able to use his new found abilities to read exactly what the doctors wanted to hear, which was why he was able to pretend his way out of the institution.  While in the institution, two other abilities came to form within the young man’s mind.  He was able to move things with his mind, which lead to long bouts of sedation.  He also found that in the presence of other mutants, he could copy their abilities, which lead to long bouts of isolation.  

After thirteen years of shock and hydro-therapy, sedation, mental therapy, isolation, and treatment, Michael was released a seemingly new man with a clean bill of health.  His nightmares continue, however, and he believes that if he seeks out his younger brother that he will be freed of these horrible images.  He was able to use his abilities to find out where Thomas was without his parents even knowing he was there.  He has just arrived in New York and he is seeking to surprise his brother…very shortly.


Possessions and Wealth: 
What he doesn’t have, he can steal.  His abilities make it very easy to pick pocket as well as make people simply not see him, or turn the other way as he goes by.  He spends a lot of his nights in unbooked hotel rooms as he amasses a small amount of wealth so he can further convince his brother that he is well.


Powers (If any): 
Michael has some amount of telekinesis.  It isn’t strong, only about his own strength, so he cannot lift with his mind anymore than he can with his body; though while in rehabilitation he was able to work his body enough to become quite strong.  He cannot, however, lift his own body weight, so he cannot fly.
Michael has the ability to enter people’s minds and communicate with them via telepathy, he is able to scan surface and deeper thoughts, and is often able to plant suggestions into people’s minds.  
When close to another mutant, Michael has the ability to copy their powers exactly through his telepathic abilities.  As a side effect of this, he is able to know what the mutants around him are capable of.  Stronger telepaths and telekinetics boost his own telepathic and telekinetic abilities.

 
Power Limits or Weaknesses: 
Telepathy:  The less likely a person is to do a suggestion implanted by Michael, the harder it is for him to get them to do it.  He would be unable to suggest to a person to kill themselves if they were not suicidal.

Copy Mutation:   When the mutant he is copying gets further than one half mile, he loses that mutant’s abilities.  As he does this with his telepathic abilities, some of his own powers bleed into the mutant he is copying, which means he transfers to them some telepathic and telekinetic abilities.  They gain the ability to read surface thoughts or communicate back with him telepathically.  

At times he bleeds a small amount of his crazed mind into a person, though this is very short term, lasting only 24 hours.  A part of his psychosis is implanted into the person.  The longer he is copying a power, the more likely it is that the person will be affected by this.

Michael is also very deranged and this is most definitely a weakness.  He does not see the world like everyone else does, and at times that can overcome his tasks and agenda.  While speaking to someone he can become suddenly panicked or angry leaving him very unpredictable and dangerous.
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
