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Personality: 
Jean can be shy and reserved, but has emerged from her shell a bright young woman with boundless personality.  While being warm and personable she tends to hold herself back, and is unsure of her abilities while she believes others seem so sure of themselves.  She has a good sense of humor and a warm heart and can be both seen as a kind, yet strong authoritative figure to the students.
History: 
Jean is the youngest daughter of Professor John Grey of the History Department of Bard College in Annandale-on Hudson , New York, and his wife Elaine.  Jean had a very normal childhood with many good friends and was not left to want.   When she was ten years old, she witnessed her best friend, Annie Richardson, being hit by an automobile.  The trauma of it awakened Jeans latent telepathic abilities, and she experienced Annie's own emotions as she died.  This event left Jean in a withdrawn and deeply depressed state.  She also learned that she could not control her newly awakened powers, and she had to isolate herself from other people to keep her sanity, but that did not even work.  Her powers and actions were terrorizing the people around her, friends, family, and she was unable to do anything about it.  At their wits end, her parents needed to put her into an asylum, where they kept her sedated so she was unable to touch her powers, unable to do much of anything really.  Slowly even the sedation didn't work, and the psychologists at the asylum contacted Professor Xavier for help, through a tip by an attending doctor.

 

Xavier came in to treat Jean, over the course of months, even years; the Professor was able to construct psychic shields so that Jean was unable to connect with her telepathic abilities.  During these sessions he also taught her to hone her control over her telekinetic abilities.  As time passed, the need for Jean to be sedated ebbed, and the time that she was able to be awake grew.  She was able to again to learn as a girl would at any school, yet she was still kept isolated within the asylum until the Professor felt it was time that she was able to rejoin society.  All of this was not known by her parents who still believed she was sedated, was kept in a state of unawareness.  When she was able to rejoin society, her parents were told that it was some sort of miracle, that she had somehow learned control even while sedated.  They were also told that she was still in need of being watched, and so when Jean was taken to Xavier's school for Gifted Youngsters, her parents were under the belief that she was in yet another asylum.

 

Having been at the school for several years has brought Jean out of herself more, but the time she spent sedated and in the asylum took a toll upon her social skills and it took a great deal of time to become social again.  By the time she was nearing graduation from Xavier's, she was also learning to hone her telepathic powers through intense sessions with the Professor.  In being able to control her telepathic powers, she has come out of her shell and has become less introverted.  When she graduated from Xavier's, the professor believed she could be a valuable part of society, and let her leave the school, however he remained in close contact, often seeing her for sessions not unlike a psychiatrist would.  While attending ESU, during a major exam in one of her tougher classes, Jean was under a lot of stress and it seemed she was able to glean answers off of others, but never the correct ones.  It was a deviation of her normal aptitude and the professor of that class met with her to speak about it.  During the conversation she caught glimpses of his thoughts, which were below what was really appropriate.  When Jean confronted him, it was made clear that she was a mutant, and she was ostracized for it.  Kicked out of her classes, she had no where to turn but Xavier, who welcomed her back into the school in a sheltering way.  He then told her of a secret team he had in the works, and believed she would be a valuable asset.  He also believed she could be an outstanding teacher for the younger generation of mutants, and so she came to work for the Professor at his school.
As she worked with students and trained her abilities to become a member of the X-Men, she came to know and fall in love very deeply with Scott Summers.  While she remains true to Scott, Jean must forever conceal her feelings towards another X-Men member, Wolverine.  With Cyclops sometimes a distant partner, Jean sees in Logan great animal passion and killer instincts that merely serve to mask a gentle soul.  When Cyclops is worlds away, either physically or emotionally, Wolverine stands by Jean in the here and now.  He shares her feelings, but, like Jean, chooses not to act on them to preserve the best interests for everyone involved.  To the other X-Men and students, the unspoken attraction between the two reads only as a deep and abiding friendship.
Possessions and Wealth:
Jean has very little, but what she has is supplied to her by Xavier and the school.

Powers (If any): 
Jean Grey has telekinetic abilities which allow her to levitate and manipulate living beings as well as inanimate objects psionically.  The current extent of her powers is not yet known, but is developing through practice over the years
Jean Grey also has telepathic powers allowing her to read minds, project her thoughts into the minds of others, and stun other people’s minds with telepathic mental bolts. 
Power Limits or Weaknesses:
At times, Jean’s control over her powers lapses, things around her can end up floating, and whispers of other people’s thoughts end up filling her head.  It causes her a bit of stress at times, but she hides it well.  Scott and Logan would probably be about the only ones to really notice.
