If she goes too long without sitting in or touching a shadow she will weaken, something along the lines of mal-nutrition.  She has to spend at least 10 hours a day in shadow or darkness.
Skills:  Rose is an excellent marksman with pistols and rifles.  She is good with picking locks, disabling security systems, and knife work (close fighting and throwing).  She has excellent balance, and is a wonderful gymnast.

Rose has a good variety of knives, no swords, but knives.  She has a few pistols, and a couple rifles.  She also owns security disarming devices, such as decoders, and code scramblers.  She also has a nice set of lock picks.  She owns a black newer model sedan with a roomy trunk, a lap top, a pda, and a cell phone.  Rose is modestly wealthy, owning a new apartment which she has modified with several hiding spots for herself and weapons.  She also has a top of the line safe.
History and Personality:
